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1.Removing covering film

Use a hot soldering iron to melt away the covering film over the
holes for thecontrol surface horns, servo leads and air gallery. Use

your fingertips to locate the openings under the film.







2.Gluing the control surface horns

Sand the joint areas on both sides of the horns using-drit0

abrasive paper, to ensure thahe glue adheres strongly to the

components.

Surround the hole with paper tape.



Epoxy resin filled in the hole.The control surface horns is inserted
into the hole.After fixed in the correct position remove the paper

tape.



Put aside to wait for thelge to dry.



3.Gluing the tailplane in place

Apply astripof paper tape to underside of the fuselage to protect

the underlying film.Draw a centreline on the tape.

The covering film over the joint surfaces of the tailplane nfirst
